CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for preoperative evaluation for dynamic cerebral angiogram.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient had a stroke with right cerebral artery occlusion and the patient was seen by neurosurgery and he was discharged from the hospital a few weeks ago. The patient is doing physical therapy with good results and the patient is seen by neurosurgeon and scheduled for dynamic cerebral angiogram. The patient has elevated BUN and creatinine. He was then seen by nephrologist and they cleared him from nephrology point of view to have the procedure. However, the nephrology ordered IV fluids before the procedure and to continue six hours postop. The patient was then seen by cardiologist and also had cardiology clearance done.
The patient stated that his dizziness is less and his activity is improving.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for stroke resulting in left-sided weakness, but the patient has improved significantly. The patient is on clopidogrel 75 mg once a day.
The patient has a history of hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

The patient has a history of hypotension and he is on midodrine 2.5 mg one tablet three times a day as per cardiologist.
The patient has a history of gastritis and he is on omeprazole 20 mg one hour before each meal along with a bland diet.
ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he has two adult children. The patient is currently not working. The patient has no history of alcohol use, substance abuse or smoking.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, double vision, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, severe back pain, or bleeding disorder.
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OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.
The patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

I had a long discussion with the patient and his son regarding worsening of the kidney function after dynamic cerebral angiogram and his baseline creatinine is 2 and the patient understood the possible kidney failure leading to dialysis and other complications and he wants to go ahead with the procedure. Also discussed with son and all their questions are answered to their satisfaction and they verbalized full understanding.
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
