Dear Dr. Balawender:

We got results for Mrs. Brecht, creatinine is stabilizing around 3.2 for a GFR of 15.  She has no symptoms for dialysis at the same time she is not interested on that.  Mayo Clinic lung doctor is planning to do a CT scan to be scheduled soon, testing per their request shows worsening of the ANCA antimyeloperoxidase activity presently at 5 before it was in the 3.  However at the same time urine shows no major activity for protein, trace amount of blood and inflammatory parameters like C-reactive protein and sedimentation rate is normal.  We discussed about the pros and cons of Rituxan.  At this moment she would like to watch it overtime, which I agree on that statement.  There is anemia, in this opportunity does not require EPO given that is above 10.  Other chemistries are stable.  She has no symptoms of uremia.  Continue phosphorus binders, blood pressure medicines and anticoagulation.  We will see what the CAT scan shows when she was at Mayo Clinic some concern about pulmonary hypertension.  Otherwise we will continue chemistries every two weeks for the CKD stage IV to V in relation to fibrillary glomerulonephritis, two biopsies at University of Michigan Mayo Clinic, limited tissue, but do not show vasculitis.  She also is finishing workup for potential living related transplant from either husband or brother although they are more than 70 years old.  She will probably be unlikely that that is going to proceed.  There is pending also cystoscopy in the near future.
All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
