SANTOS, CONSUELO
Ms. Santos is a 93-year-old lady on hospice with history of Lewy body dementia. The patient has a history of neurocognitive disorder and advanced Lewy body dementia which has caused her to no longer be able to speak, oxygen level has been fluctuating and with a history of recurrent urinary tract infection, the patient has a KPS score of 40%. The patient is no longer verbal. No longer able to ambulate. She sleeps about 18 to 20 hours a day. She is now bedbound. The patient requires assistance with feeding. She is eating very little. She has lost 7 pounds. Bowel and bladder incontinent and total ADL dependent. Her daughter Sylvia is her primary caregiver. The patient requires turning in bed and requires the help of nurses’ aides and hospice nurses to be able to finish the remaining of her days at home. It is important to mention that the patient initially had lost 20 pounds in the past few months prior to hospice and weighs less than 100 pounds now. The patient continues to remain appropriate for hospice and expected to die in six months.
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
