SIZEMORE, SHIRLEY
Ms. Sizemore is an 83-year-old woman on hospice with history of vascular dementia. Since last certification, the patient has become more confused, nonverbal most of the time, sleeping most of the time about 18 to 20 hours a day. She has a current KPS score of 40%, totally disabled, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, able to moan, becoming nonverbal quickly, requires turning every two hours by her caregiver and with decreased appetite to prevent bedsores. Also, she has decreased appetite and weight loss of 6 pounds and was able to tolerate soft diet, but is no longer able to do that with choking and aspiration. She is now eating very little, ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent once again, protein-calorie malnutrition, bedbound, sleeping more almost 18 to 20 hours a day and continues to be hospice appropriate, most likely has less than six months to live.
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
