Dear Mr. Novak:

This is a followup for Mr. Throop with chronic kidney disease.  Since the last visit in September, denies hospital visits.  Review of system is negative for nausea, vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea, bleeding, changes in urination, cloudiness or blood.  Denies claudication symptoms.  Denies chest pain, palpitations, dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  All review of systems he denies.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight the lisinopril as the only blood pressure medications.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure was 136/74 left-sided large cuff.  Normal oxygenation on room air.  Alert and oriented x3.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no major abnormalities.  Overweight of the abdomen, no tenderness or masses.  No major edema.  Normal speech.
Labs:  Chemistries in April creatinine 1.6, still within baseline for a GFR of 47 stage IIIB with a normal sodium, elevated potassium minor, bicarbonate minor.  Normal albumin, calcium and phosphorus.  Mild anemia 13.5.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB.  I think for the most part is stable, no progression and no symptoms.

2. Prior imaging, no obstruction or urinary retention.

3. There has been no activity in the urine for glomerulonephritis or vasculitis, negative for blood protein.  Blood pressure appears acceptable.

4. Other chemistries are normal or minor out of range.  We will monitor overtime.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
