History: Ms. Rabe was seen today. She sees Dr. Marcy Halterman for some chiropractic treatments and Marcy felt that she should have shoulder x-ray and arm x-ray done and I have ordered that today. The patient feels there is some thickening over her left shoulder and I have ordered x-ray of the left upper arm and left shoulder. Her ptosis bilaterally persists despite surgeries. Overall, things have settled down with her daughters. She loves to play with her grandson and take him out. She states during spring break she took him to Hawaii. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. The patient does have history of monoclonal gammopathy for which she has seen the Cancer Center and it is benign and nothing to worry about at this time. The third thing is the patient stated she wanted to see gynecologist and we discussed she had a total hysterectomy and no organ is left. She did have some lesions on her cervix before she had hysterectomy and that is why they did a total hysterectomy. Now, she has no organs left. She has never had chemo or radiation or anything. They had just seen some spots over the cervix. So, if she wishes she could, but she would have to pay for the visit and Medicare does not cover pelvic exams after hysterectomy, but it is the patient’s choice, the patient understands, she has no organ really left, but if she notices discharge or anything she would see them.
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
