The patient is seen with history of being sent home from school with fever with sore throat off and on for the past two days.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Autism and attention deficit disorder.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Has history of intermittent pain, left upper quadrant, seen indeed before, sees pediatrician, last two months ago.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: 1+ tenderness left upper quadrant, also questionable right CVA tenderness without guarding.
FINAL IMPRESSION: Pharyngitis, questionable pyelonephritis, abdominal pain, conjunctivitis.

PLAN: Because of abdominal pain, the patient was referred to Texas Emergency Room now for further evaluation with note with urinalysis in the office showing proteins, large amount of leukocytes, with screening test for strep and flu all within normal limits. Given erythromycin ophthalmic for eye. Status uncertain at this point in dictation without results of evaluation in the emergency room.
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
