CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with history of a followup on last Saturday with cough, sneezing, body aches, stomach pain, nausea, low-grade fever, and headaches, symptoms for about two weeks, on gabapentin, metoprolol and came without medications.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, congestion, flu-like symptoms followup, seen 04/25/23 without improvement, continued cough, congestion, myalgia, and lethargy.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and migraines.
MEDICATIONS: See chart.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past Medical History: See chart, records reviewed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.
Flu test performed which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with influenza, non-type A or B.

PLAN: Repeated Rocephin and dexamethasone with a prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak. Follow up as needed.
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
