The patient is seen with history of ear pain, sore throat, sinus congestion, headache, cough, and thick mucus for the past week per the patient. The patient has a history of GERD, hyperlipidemia, migraines and anxiety.
PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, slight sore throat, congestion, and flu-type symptoms for the past five days.

MEDICATIONS: See chart.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: As above.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Right ear pain questionable fluid.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Dullness to right tympanic membrane without infection. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and COVID testing which were negative.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Influenza non-type A/B with pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Z-PAK and Medrol Dosepak with injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone. Follow up as needed.
