CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with sores perineal and perivaginal area, stated after shaving three to four days ago, now notices blisters and increased pain, trying to apply Neosporin without benefit before, but not recently.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Mild distress. Skin: Noted excoriation of tissue into perineum approximately 2 cm superficial with dermis intact without evidence of inflammation or cellulitis. Small nodular type lesions noted to right posterior perilabial area with questionable fluctuance, extremely tender to pressure.
PLAN: C&S obtained to evaluate for infections; possible staph, possible MRSA. Because of increase in pain, the patient was given mupirocin to apply topically with prescription for Bactrim and doxycycline with sitz baths with Betadine prep. Follow up next week for results of culture and to see an OB-GYN doctor for followup if not resolving with medications prescribed today.
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
