FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and negative except for foot pain.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is an alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 100% at room air.

Blood pressure is 118/83.
Pulse 67.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.2.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No respiratory distress. Chest x-ray is normal.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. EKG normal sinus rhythm.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities except right leg. No discomfort with range of motion.
Right foot is in a splint, posterior short leg, neurovascularly intact.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Surgical clearance.

2. Foot fracture.
