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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 59-year-old white male that comes to the office complaining of right upper quadrant pain. He was recently released from Highlands Regional Medical Center where he was admitted with choledocholithiasis. The patient initially had deterioration of the liver function tests; the serum bilirubin went up to 3 and the ALT and alkaline phosphatase were elevated. Apparently, they could not do an ERCP that he needed. The patient was discharged from the hospital, came to this office and we are going to send him back to the emergency room due to the fact that he continues to be in pain.

2. Essential hypertension. The blood pressure today is 146/93 and the reason for this is because this patient has been in pain.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. CKD stage II that is stable.

5. BPH.
