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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of a 79-year-old white female that is followed in the practice because of the presence of CKD stage II. The patient has been very stable. The laboratory workup that was done 04/27/2023, shows that the serum creatinine is 0.94, the BUN is 25 and the estimated GFR is 62 mL/min. There is no evidence of proteinuria. No activity in the urinary sediment.

2. Arterial hypertension that remains under control. The blood pressure is 172/59. This patient has gained more than 5 pounds of body weight and we think that this tendency to develop systolic hypertension is related to weight. She is advised to lose 5 pounds of body weight.

3. The patient has anemia. She is evaluated at the Florida Cancer specialists for the anemia. In our laboratory workup, the hemoglobin was 11.6 g% and the iron stores are satisfactory.

4. The patient has type II diabetes that has been under control. Hemoglobin A1c 6.1%.

5. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation.

6. The patient has sick sinus syndrome status post permanent pacemaker that is evaluated every six months. She has cardiology appointments as well.

We invested 10 minutes reviewing the lab, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 5 minutes.
