1. SS, 61-year-old woman with no significant past medical history comes in complaining of vagina pain while standing at work. Vitals were stable. Pelvic exam shows cervicitis, positive discharge. Urinalysis UPT, UDS, CBC, amylase, chemistry, CT of the abdomen and pelvis all normal except for a 4-cm left ovarian cyst. She was treated with Diflucan, metronidazole and Naprosyn.

2. MW, is a 31-year-old woman with history of asthma, shortness of breath, ran out of her albuterol yesterday. No imaging or blood work were done. Dr. A gave the patient refills of albuterol and Pulmicort to her regimen. Vital signs were stable.

3. TT, 50-year-old woman status post fall two days ago, right leg pain. Vitals stable. History of cervical cancer. She is complaining of right knee pain today. Right knee CT negative. Treated with Toradol. Sent home with antiinflammatories.
4. TB, 23-year-old with stomach pain, diarrhea, left before Dr. A could see the patient.

5. AH, 8-year-old female with right shoulder pain. No history of trauma. No fall. Woke up with shoulder pain. Treated with Motrin and ice pack. No imagings were done in the emergency room.

6. AL, 33-year-old woman history of panic attacks presents with symptoms of tachycardia and anxiety. The patient is on metformin, phentermine and melatonin. Apparently, she had stopped her phentermine a few days ago. Vitals showed heart rate of 112. EKG normal. CBC and CMP normal. UDS showed amphetamine most likely related to phentermine. UA negative. Treated with Zofran 4 mg and lorazepam in the ER. Sent home with BuSpar and diet consultation.

7. TL, 14-year-old male with lip laceration here for suture removal. Sutures were removed. No sign of infection documented. 
8. EG, 25-year-old with left ear pain. Vital signs stable. No significant PMH. Diagnosed with otitis externa. Treated with Decadron IM and ear drops. No lab or imaging studies were done.
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9. KH, 14-year-old female with sore throat and history of oral sex. Mother is concerned about STD. Vitals stable. Dr. Abbasi ordered urinalysis, UPT, full STD including swabbing for gonorrhea of the throat, HSV-1, HSV-2, and RPR and also swab for strep, COVID, and flu which were all negative. The patient was treated with Rocephin 500 mg and doxycycline and sent home. The rest of the tests come back.

10. LC, 49-year-old male with history of hyperlipidemia complains of discolored urine and frequent urination. Vitals stable. Urinalysis was done was totally negative. He was diagnosed with possible BPH. No treatment given.

11. LW, 70-year-old male with rash around his mouth, diagnosed with angular cheilitis. Treated with Bactrim liquid, clotrimazole, steroid cream, and Bactroban. No lab or imaging is done.
12. AM, 70-year-old female with headache, backache, and arm pain status post fall after a seizure. Sent home with Motrin. No imaging or workup was done. The patient’s vitals were stable with no running fever today.

13. AW, 13-year-old with severe stomach cramps, was three hours. Vitals stable. Dr. Abbasi started IV fluids. KUB was negative. CBC, CMP, and amylase were negative. Urinalysis negative. Urine drug screen negative. CT of the abdomen was done later which showed constipation. The patient was sent home with lactulose. Pain in the ER had subsided before the patient left.
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
