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1. PA, 50-year-old woman with history of low back pain, degenerative disc disease, was walking out of Wal-Mart and twisted her back. X-rays negative. Treated with Toradol. She has medications at home status post ESI just a week ago.

2. SB, 16-month-old baby with fever and runny nose. Positive strep. Treated with Amoxil and albuterol. No imaging. No x-rays done.
3. BP, 29-year-old female with headache, lightheadedness and blood pressure elevation. She was given Toradol. Blood pressure came down in the emergency room. She underwent EKG, CBC, CMP, UA, UPT, UDS, cardiac workup and D-dimer all negative. Sent home with Fioricet.

4. YS, 29 year old with dizziness, chills, sweats, and swelling in the mouth after was bit by ants. Given Benadryl and dexamethasone in the ER then sent home with Medrol Dosepak. No imaging. No labs.

5. AJ, 36-year-old woman with low back pain. Urinalysis, UPT, and UDS negative. Negative CT of low back. CBC, CMP, and Toradol negative. The patient’s white count was 13,000. Moderate amount of blood was found in the urine and the patient was sent to urologist. In the emergency room, received Toradol.

6. BG, 4-year-old male with temperature of 101. Swab test negative. Diagnosed with bronchiolitis. Treated with nebulizer/albuterol and prednisolone at home. No x-ray. No lab.

7. MM, 24-year-old male hit by a car complaining of neck pain, shoulder pain and knee pain. Given Naprosyn and Flexeril with no labs or x-rays were done. Sent home with Naprosyn and Flexeril, but no labs or x-rays were done.

8. GP, 33-year-old with headache. The patient underwent urinalysis, UDS, UPT, visual field acuity test, and blood sugar evaluation, all within normal limits. Given Toradol. Headache subsided and was sent home with no medications.

9. AT, 8-year-old child with vomiting. Pulse of 107. Swab test showed positive strep and positive Flu B, both were treated. Amoxil and Tamiflu given. No x-rays or lab done.

10. BS, is a 38-year-old woman who is 37 weeks pregnant was hit by a car while sitting in an SUV complaining of pelvic pressure and pain. The patient had CBC, CMP, PT, INR, and D-dimer which was elevated. COVID and urinalysis, fetal heart tones which were negative type and screen. Subsequently, she was transferred to HCA Hospital. No imaging was done at our facility.

11. HD, 51-year-old with left index 2.5 cm laceration, closed antibiotic and tetanus addressed.

12. WE, 64-year-old with cough and chest pain, history of COPD, hypertension, extensive smoking history as well. Vital signs were stable. The patient had swab test. CBC, CMP, D-dimer, cardiac workup, and chest CT all normal and respiratory treatments x3 and Decadron in the emergency room. Sent home with prednisone, azithromycin, cough medication, albuterol and two different types of inhaler with exacerbation of COPD. He did have a chest CT as well along with the full cardiac workup.
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
