CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of right foot pain, right hip pain, and left thigh pain after an automobile accident.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he was walking on the road and a car tire went over his right foot causing crush injury. The patient fell down on the ground and sustained injury to the right hip and left thigh. The patient was then helped by the people and he rested for a few minutes and after that the patient was able to walk. After that he started doing his daily chores. However, the patient developed pain after a few hours and he took pain medication with some relief and now pain in the right foot is minimal and the pain level is 3 or 4 and right hip pain is also minimal and the pain level is less than 3 and pain in the left thigh has improved significantly. The left thigh pain was painful for first 48 hours after the accident and there was some bluish discoloration, but everything improved since then. Now, the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypercholesterolemia and he is on atorvastatin 20 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on lisinopril 5 mg once a day along with low‑salt diet.

The patient has a history of prostatic hypertrophy and he is on finasteride 5 mg once a day along with tamsulosin 0.4 mg once a day.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with his wife and he is currently retired. The patient has no history of smoking cigarettes, alcohol use, or substance abuse.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, head injury, ear pain, sore throat, cough, fever, chills, exposure to any infections or allergies, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, urinary or bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or focal weakness of the upper or lower extremities.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination is unremarkable.

Chest is symmetrical without any deformity and there is no axillary lymph node enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
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HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness or tremors.

Right foot examination reveals minimal tenderness of the dorsum of the foot. There is minimal swelling, but the patient is able to walk.

Right hip examination reveals tenderness of the hip joint only upon standing up or lying down on the side.
Left thigh examination reveals no tenderness at this time and there is no discoloration.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.
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
