This is a telehealth visit since the patient is not able to come due to weakness and the patient does not have access to video.
SUBJECTIVE: Information is obtained from son who stated that the patient was coughing significantly for the past five to six days and she was not exposed to any COVID infection. The patient tried over-the-counter cough medicine with some relief. Now, the patient started having colored sputum, but there was no bleeding.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied dizziness, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or exposure to any corona infection or other allergies.
OBJECTIVE: Deferred since the patient had only audio telehealth visit.
ASSESSMENT: Acute bronchitis.

PLAN: Start erythromycin 500 mg one tablet every day for five days.

Start Mucinex DM 600 mg one tablet twice a day for five days and then as needed.

Discussed with son in detail and all his questions are answered to his satisfaction and he verbalized full understanding.

Return to the clinic in five to seven days.
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
