WORKMEN’S COMPENSATION

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 38-year-old woman who comes in today complaining of facial swelling and the right shoulder pain. The patient was hit by a 2 x 4 yesterday when she was working with a saw; the saw backfired and hit her in the face and shoulder. She has bruising around her right eye. She did not lose consciousness. She is not vomiting. She is alert. She is awake, but she is in a lot of pain because of the injury.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She works for CLW. She does not smoke. She does not drink. Last period now.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: No loss of consciousness. Positive headache. Positive shoulder pain. No hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure, or convulsion. No double vision. No other neurological symptoms reported.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert. She is awake. She is in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 238 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 96.8. Respirations 16. Pulse 86. Blood pressure 134/98. Blood pressure is slightly elevated. Normally, she has normal blood pressure.
HEENT: TMs are clear. Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

NEUROLOGICAL: Cranial nerves IV and VI checked especially because of the fact that the swelling involves the orbit and they are intact neurologically, she no lateralizing symptoms.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Facial pain.

2. Facial trauma.

3. No loss of consciousness.

4. Right shoulder pain.

5. Good range of motion right shoulder noted.

6. I will cover her with Keflex 500 mg two tablets b.i.d. for her possible sinus infection.
7. Toradol 60 mg now.

8. Toradol 10 mg #20.

9. Get a facial CT stat.

10. Get a head CT stat.

11. Get a right shoulder x-ray stat.

12. We will get the results this afternoon. We will call the patient at that time.
13. If there are any changes, she will call us right away.

14. Not to go to work till I see her again on Monday.
