VITAL SIGNS: Weight 183 pounds. O2 sat 97%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 67. Blood pressure 133/85.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.
HEART: Positive S1, positive S2.
ABDOMEN: Soft.
SKIN: No rash. There is a 1 or 2 cm skin tear over the medial side of the left arm.
X-ray shows no fracture.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:

1. Abrasions/skin tear left arm.
2. No fracture.
3. We will clean.
4. Dressing applied.
5. He also needs tetanus. DT will be given.
6. Add Keflex.
7. Signs of infection discussed.
8. If he has any signs of infection noted, he will let me know right away.
