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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 80-year-old Hispanic female, patient of Dr. Beltre, that is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIB. The patient has remained with a serum creatinine that is 1.26 and estimated GFR of 43. We think that this GFR is not real because the patient has hyperglycemia. The protein to creatinine ratio is pretty close to 2 g in 24 hours. For some reason, the administration of Jardiance was discontinued by one provider and this could make an impact in the control of the blood sugar and in the proteinuria. The patient was urged to continue the Jardiance and we called the prescription into Walgreens North.

2. Hyperkalemia that is no longer present. The potassium is 4.7.

3. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension that is under control. Blood pressure today is 130/66. The patient has edema in the lower extremities that could be related to the administration of amlodipine.

4. Peripheral diabetic neuropathy that is treated with gabapentin.

5. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy with levothyroxine 25 mcg on daily basis.

6. Hyperlipidemia that has been treated with Crestor.

7. Vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. We are going to reevaluate this case in four months with laboratory workup.

We spent 10 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes with the patient, and 7 minutes in the documentation.
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
