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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. The patient is a 55-year-old Mexican male that is followed in this practice because of the presence of CKD stage II. The patient comes today and he states that he is taking the Kerendia as prescribed. He continues to take the antihypertensive medications. In the lab that was done on 04/24/2023, the serum creatinine down to 1.3, the estimated GFR 63. The patient has a fasting blood sugar of 113 and albumin 4.6. The protein to creatinine ratio is consistent with the proteinuria that is much less than 500 mg.

2. The patient has arterial hypertension. This arterial hypertension has been 140/91. He states that at home he gets better readings and I am not going to change the medication.

3. The lipid panel is satisfactory.

4. The patient does not have in the urinalysis evidence of hematuria. The urine is completely clean. The culture is negative. We are going to reevaluate this case in five months with laboratory workup.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the lab, 15 minutes with the patient in face-to-face and in the documentation 7 minutes.
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
