HISTORY: This is a 43-year-old gentleman here with right ear pain. The patient stated he was in a pool playing and suddenly a gush of water initiated by his son splashed into his right ear. He states he immediately started to have pain and ringing sensation and sensation of fullness. He described pain as aching and rated pain 6/10, confined to his ear and non-radiating.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendicitis.

MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco, alcohol or drug use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Cancer, diabetes and asthma.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in mild distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 114/79.

Pulse 68.

Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.8.

HEENT: Normal. Right Ear: TM is perfed approximately 10%. There is erythematous external ear canal with positive tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

ABDOMEN: No distention. No visible peristalsis. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Perfed TM.

2. Otitis externa.

The patient was given the following medications:

1. Cortisporin 3.5/10,000 units/10 mg/1 mL, he will do four drops t.i.d. for 10 days, 10 mL.

2. Mobic 15 mg one p.o. daily for 30 days, #30.

He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
