Dear Dr. Sarvepalli:

This is a telemedicine for Mrs. Belbot.  She is a nursing home patient with tracheostomy, respiratory failure, and ventilatory assistance 24 hours, encounter done through telemedicine with the help of provider.  No hospital visits.  Recent volume overload.  She received extra diuretics intramuscular.  She remains on salt and fluid restriction by feeding tube.  No reported vomiting.  She does have chronic dysphagia, NPO.  No diarrhea or bleeding.  No hemoptysis.  No increase of lung condition.  No reported chest pain.  No falling episode.

Medications:  Medication list reviewed.  Diabetes and cholesterol management, on narcotics, Coreg, Bumex, and Lasix.
Physical Examination:  Weight 328 pounds and blood pressure 120/70.  Tracheostomy.  She is chronically ill and bedridden.

Labs: Most recent chemistries from April, anemia 9.5.  Normal platelet count.  Creatinine 1.8, which is baseline.  GFR 31 stage IIIB to IV.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Elevated bicarbonate likely from diuretics and respiratory failure.  Normal calcium and low albumin.  Liver function tests not elevated.  Normal glucose.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Respiratory failure, tracheostomy, and ventilatory assistance.  No hemoptysis or recent exacerbation.

2. Morbid obesity.

3. CKD stage III-IV, stable over time.  No clinical indication for dialysis.

4. Known atrophy of the right kidney with prior obstruction, hydronephrosis, prior infection, and pyelonephritis.

5. Anemia, been followed by hematology Dr. Akkad.
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6. Nutrition on the low side.  No documented nephrotic syndrome.

7. Normal electrolytes.

8. Metabolic alkalosis, likely compensatory effect of respiratory failure, respiratory acidosis and the effect of diuretics.  Does not require any specific treatment.  Continue to monitor over time.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
