The patient presents with history of diarrhea with vomiting in the past two days.
PRESENT ILLNESS: History of vomiting and diarrhea five to six times with diarrhea x5 past three days. Last episode several hours ago prior to seen in the evening 

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative except for taking Pepcid for kids over-the-counter. Mother states has been exposed to other kids for the past two days with also some intestinal infection with nausea and vomiting.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had strep testing performed which was negative.
IMPRESSION: Viral gastroenteritis with questionable non-strep pharyngitis.
PLAN: Given prescription for Zofran to take for nausea and vomiting, to increase fluids, with instructions to go to the emergency room if continued nausea, vomiting or diarrhea for further evaluation.
