HISTORY: This is a 51-year-old female here for painful urination. The patient stated she was seen here recently for same symptom. She was seen here on 05/01/23 and diagnosed with UTI treated with Levaquin for seven days. She states the symptoms went down a little, but not all the way down. She states she is still having pain and having to go for bathroom frequently.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 97%at room air

Blood pressure 138/87

Pulse 69

Respirations 18

Temperature 97.2.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Mild tenderness in suprapubic region. No rebound. No guarding. No rigidity. Normal bowel sounds.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. UTI.

2. Cystitis (the patient failed p.o antibiotics).

At this stage, we are having discussion with patient and she was advised to go to an emergency room where she can be better evaluated because Levaquin she took it for seven days and is still having symtoms of UTI. She states she understands, but does not want to go to ER. She states all she wants is a different antibiotic.
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We spoke about her failing p.o antibiotics and the need for us and some more details studies namely labs, CT scan and UA. Repeat urinalysis with urine culture. She states she does not want to do that. She just needs some different antibiotic and if it does not work within three to four days she will then go to the emergency room.

Urinalysis was done in the clinic. Urinalysis revealed leukocytes Estrace, negative protein and negative blood and negative ketones and negative bilirubin.

The patient was prescribed Macrobid 100 mg one p.o. b.i.d for seven days #14. This medicine was called in with local pharmacy. She was advised to come back to the clinic if she is worse or go the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
