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1. MV, 54-year-old woman presents with fever, muscle pain, and sore throat. The patient was found to have sodium 132 and potassium 2.6. 40 mEq of potassium was given. Tylenol and Rocephin and this patient was sent home with Motrin and Amoxil with symptoms of acute pharyngitis. GIVEN THE POTASSIUM 2.6, IT SHOULD HAVE BEEN EITHER RECHECKED OR ADMITTED FOR IV POTASSIUM SUPPLEMENTATION. The patient should have been either admitted or rechecked to sure the potassium had improved before discharge. I have been talking to the husband and wife. She has not been able to call me back because “she is too weak”.

2. JM, 19-year-old with ear pain. He was found to have cerumen impaction. It was irrigated. He is doing fine. He is very happy with the care received.

3. LY, 29-year-old presents with Bell’s palsy. Blood pressure 154/116 postpartum with history of preeclampsia. CT of the head was negative. Treated with Medrol Dosepak and nifedipine. CBC and CMP were ordered, but then later cancelled. Please consider blood work in someone with hypertensive crisis status post preeclampsia.

4. GR, 40-year-old male comes in with painful upper abdominal pain. Urinalysis, UDS, CBC, CMP, EKG, and cardiac workup was negative. He was given Toradol. Diagnosed with foot contusion and psoriasis. He is upset that the doctor did not address his abdominal pain. He has been told he needs an ultrasound, but he works out of town and has not been able to get one. He feels like the ER physician did not do anything for him. I ordered an ultrasound because he did not have insurance. He is still in pain. He is going to see a physician in Dallas. Wife was upset as well.

5. BM, is a 43-year-old pregnant lady presents with vaginal bleeding and abdominal pain. The patient is definitely high risk. Urinalysis negative. No ultrasound was done. She has history of preeclampsia with other pregnancies. Urinalysis showed no protein. The patient is continuing to bleed having more pain. She has not been able to find the OB-GYN. She was told to return to the emergency room for reevaluation. She is nine weeks pregnant. Please consider ultrasound as part of the workup in a 9-week pregnant woman with bleeding. 
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6. DR, 53-year-old woman with low back pain and leg pain. CBC, CMP, D-dimer, BMP, and chest x-ray negative. Received Norco 10/325 mg in the emergency room with good response. She has a history of hypertension. She was found to have abnormal EKG, pedal edema, and increased blood sugar. She was sent home with Neurontin and hydrochlorothiazide. The patient is still having issues with the pain. She has not been able to pick up her Neurontin or the hydrochlorothiazide. The patient was happy with the care received. 
7. EM, is a 5-month-old baby with temperature of 99.5. She has been seen by pediatrician a few days ago. She was placed on albuterol. She was doing much better today. She ran out of albuterol. Dr. Ahamneze did a swab test and chest x-ray, all negative. Started the patient on prednisolone, but not albuterol. Consider resuming albuterol in the patients with history of bronchiolitis. Family was happy with the care received.
8. MJ, is a 47-year-old male with foot hurting. He is homeless. He has been walking around with cellulitis of his foot. Treated with Tylenol No. 3 and clindamycin and sent home with Naprosyn and clindamycin. He was given one dose of Procardia in the emergency room, but none to take home as far as his high blood pressure. He did not answer the phone. Consider blood pressure medication for the patient who is homeless and probably not going to see a physician for sometime. 
9. AL, 53-year-old male with left-sided back pain hit by metal pipe. Vitals stable. Chest x-ray negative. Norco 10/325 mg gave him great relief in the emergency room. Sent home with Flexeril and Motrin 800 mg. He was happy with the care received.
10. DO, is a 9-year-old with left hand laceration with no sign of infection here for suture removal. They thought Dr. A did a great job.

11. KM, 45-year-old with increased blood pressure 182/121 came down to 177/105. ETOH intoxication with a level of 447.8, complaining of diarrhea, abdominal pain, increased liver function test, increased total bili and left AMA before anything could be done for him.
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
