The patient was evaluated in the ED and she was noted to have urinary tract infection and they started the patient on cefuroxime 250 mg twice a day to be given total of 14 days and the patient was sent to the subacute rehab at Genesis. Today, when I see the patient she is doing okay. No nausea. No vomiting. No headache. No fever. No chills.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: She is awake. She is alert.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/80. Pulse 68. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 18.
Neck: Supple. No JVD.
Chest: Nontender.
Lungs: Clear and had diminished breath sounds at the bases.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Chronic edema.

Neuro: She is awake and alert. She does have some memory deficit.

ASSESSMENT:
1. The patient readmitted with urinary tract infection.
2. Chronic bilateral leg edema.
3. Obesity.
4. Coronary artery disease.
5. CKD.
6. Hypertension.
7. History of pulmonary embolism.
