CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today for annual physical exam and also complaining of erectile dysfunction, nasal congestion, and followup for diabetes mellitus.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that he has noticed erectile dysfunction for past four to five months and lately it has been severe. The patient does not have any urinary symptoms.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, or vomiting.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and he is on amlodipine 5 mg once a day and he is on metformin 500 mg one tablet a day.
The patient has a history of hypertension and he is on metoprolol 25 mg one tablet a day.
He is also on enalapril 5 mg once a day and the patient has a history of vitamin D deficiency and he is on 50,000 units in a day.
The patient has a history of diabetes mellitus and he is on metformin 500 mg one tablet everyday before meal.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Unremarkable.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals normocephalic head without any deformity.

NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement or lymph node enlargement.

HEART: Normal first and second heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Genital examination is unremarkable without any hernia.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, pedal edema, or tremors.
