Dear Dr. Sarwer:

I had the pleasure of seeing Debby Funk today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in his care. As you know, she is a 55-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who has a history of fibromyalgia and mental issues. She was seen by mental health doctor. She cannot remember. She writes things. She can drive, but lost. She lives alone. She cooks herself. She left the stove on for three to four times. She can take care of herself. She takes dog outside for walk.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of alcohol abuse, bipolar, depression, dependent personality disorder, generalized anxiety disorder, gastroesophageal reflux, hyperlipidemia, iron deficiency anemia, lumbar disc problem, migraine, posttraumatic stress disorder, and schizophrenia.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: D&C, gastric sleeve, and tubal ligation.

ALLERGIES: NAPROXEN.

MEDICATIONS: Vistaril, trazodone, clonidine, Topamax, Cymbalta, Seroquel, Ferosul, Myrbetriq, solifenacin, famotidine, Ketotifen, diclofenac sodium, and Adderall.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Does not smoke cigarette. Occasionally drinks alcohol. She is disabled due to mental health problem. She is married, but separated. Lives alone and have two children.

FAMILY HISTORY: Mother alive with heart problem, diabetes and dementia. Father she does not know about him. Six sisters and two brothers. One sister has a cervical cancer. One sister has Wolff-Parkinson-white syndrome. Two brothers alive and healthy.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal systems. I found out that she is having headache, lightheadedness, confusion, memory loss, numbness, tingling, weakness, trouble walking, and anxiety.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 110/80, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia, no dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Shoulder shrug normal. Hearing is good on both sides. Finger-to-nose, no dysmetria. There is no pronator drift. There is no rigidity. No tremor. Motor System Examination: Strength 5/5. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. Sensory system examination revealed presence of pinprick and vibratory sensation in both hands and feet.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 55-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. Pseudodementia.

2. Memory loss.

3. Depression.

4. Anxiety.

5. Migraine.

6. History of alcohol abuse.

Her memory issue is due to her mental health issue, history of alcohol abuse in the past and early Alzheimer’s disease is a rare possibility. Memory issues are also due to the side effect of the psychiatric medication, which she is taking. I will advice her to follow up with the Mental Health regularly. No medication is indicated at this time from neurological point of view. I would like to see her back in my office for as needed basis.
