PRESENT ILLNESS: Cough, congestion, pulling on the ears, and myalgia for three days.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Temperature 99.2. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Slight erythema of the pharynx. Neck: Lymphadenopathy 1+. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
The patient had flu and strep testing performed with positive strep test.
FINAL DIAGNOSES: Upper respiratory infection with strep pharyngitis.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for amoxicillin for 10 days and also prescription for Bromfed DM. Follow up with PCP and here if needed.
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
