DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION: This is the clinical case of a 76-year-old white female who was diagnosed in 2021 with uterine cancer and metastasis to the liver and the lungs. The patient had apparently significant amount of lymph nodes causing a lot of problem in the left side. Radiation therapy was given for six to eight sessions and later on, the patient was started on chemotherapy. The chemotherapy consisted of three agents. Unfortunately, I do not have the particulars of this and part of the chemotherapy was given in Florida and part of the chemotherapy was given in Vermont. The patient came back and she has had the last chemotherapy in December 2022 and she was evaluated by Dr. Riaz. She noticed that the kidney function was getting progressively worse. There was frothy urine, went to the doctor, the proteinuria was quantified and a total amount of 1700 mg/g of creatinine were quantified and had been quantified a couple of times. The chemotherapy has been stopped. Dr. Riaz that one of the agents given in the chemo was the responsible for the proteinuria. The kidney function has shown deterioration. Serum creatinine has increased gradually from 1.5 to 1.8 mg% and the amount of protein has remained about the same. The patient is anemic and because of the presence of the proteinuria, the patient has been referred to the clinic. On the other hand, the patient has a diagnosis of rheumatoid arthritis that is followed by Dr. McCarthy in Winter Haven. She has been given hydroxychloroquine and she has been pretty much controlled. Before we consider a kidney biopsy, we are going to review the records from the Florida Cancer Specialists in order to investigate about the medications given. We will consider at that time more serology if necessary before we do a kidney biopsy. The patient was explained about the procedure and I will discuss the case not only with Dr. Riaz, but with Dr. McCarthy as well.
Thanks a lot for the kind referral. We are going to be in contact with the patient in order to expedite the process.
