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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. This is the clinical case of an 87-year-old Jamaican male that is followed in this clinic because of the presence of CKD stage II. The patient had a laboratory workup that was done a couple of weeks ago in which the patient has a serum creatinine of 1, a BUN of 10 and estimated GFR of 66. There is no evidence of proteinuria whatsoever. No activity in the urinary sediment.

2. The patient has a history of arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today 172/99. This patient is going to be seen by Dr. Arcenas. He has evidence of aortic stenosis that is with an area of 0.9² cm and in gradient. This patient is going to need attention for the control of the blood pressure and also for the possibility of TAVR.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia that is under control. We are going to reevaluate the case in a year with laboratory workup.
