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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was in training and he had a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2012, during basic training, in San Antonio, Texas.  The patient was in the training session with a pugil stick.  The patient was practicing hitting other people with pugil stick.  However, the patient tells me that he hit on the head by somebody.  The patient tells me that he got hit on the head by the pugil stick.  The patient tells me that he got hit on top of the head.  The patient had immediate daze feeling.  The patient has lightheadedness and severe headache.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  However, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient fell to the ground.  The patient tells me that he has headaches, confusion, disorientation and daze feeling for the remainder of that day.  As a matter of fact that he tells me that he had headaches, dizziness, and daze feeling for the next two weeks.  The patient was evaluated by the medical facility.  The patient was diagnosed with mild concussion.

In 2013 or 2014, the patient does not remember the exact date, the patient was in Osan, Korea.  The patient was snowboarding.  The patient tells me that he was trying to avoid a kit.  The patient tells me that he suddenly stopped abruptly.  The patient tells me that he fell down and hit the head.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient has significant head pain. The patient also feels dizzy and dazed feeling.  The patient did not lose consciousness.

The patient has significant symptoms with chronic frequent headaches.  His headaches are almost on a consistent basis.  The patient has daily dizziness feelings.  The patient has loss of energy.  The patient has loss of memory.  The patient has frequent lightheadedness symptoms.  His memory is not as good as previously.

The patient currently working for an IT department in the company.  The patient tells me that given his memory is significantly effecting him, he needs to write down everything.  He tells me that his work efficiency has decreased because of his poor memory.  He needs to write down everything.  He would sometime forget his task duties.  The patient will forget that what he needs to do next.  It was definitely affecting his work performance.
