Dear Dr. Ernest:
This is a followup for Mr. King with advanced renal failure with biopsy-proven hypertensive nephrosclerosis and diabetic abnormalities.  Last visit in February.  He comes accompanied with wife.  Recent visit to the emergency room for worsening dyspnea.  No evidence of hemoptysis, pneumonia, or heart attack.  He was given steroids, already on oxygen 24 hours at night 4L and during daytime between 2 and 3.  Weight is stable at 142 pounds at home.  Eating without vomiting or dysphagia. No diarrhea, bleeding or changes in urination.  Minor edema.  No chest pain, palpitation, or pleuritic discomfort.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  List reviewed.  I want to highlight the Lasix, for back pain on Norco, on nebulizers, phosphorus binders and iron replacement.
Physical Examination:  Today, blood pressure 120/60.  COPD abnormalities and emphysema.  I do not hear consolidation or pleural effusion.  Stable wheezing.  Able to speak in short sentences.  Oxygenation presently 93% 3L.  No pericardial rub.  No gross arrhythmia.  No ascites or tenderness.  Minor edema at the most.  No focal deficits.
Labs:  Chemistries:  Creatinine 2.9, which is baseline for a GFR of 22 stage IV.  Normal electrolytes.  Bicarbonate in the upper side.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorus.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.  Anemia 10.2 which is down from recently 11.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV.  No indication for dialysis.

2. Biopsy-proven hypertensive nephrosclerosis and diabetic.

3. Prior smoker COPD, emphysema with respiratory failure, on oxygen 24 hours.

4. Anemia.  Given his lung condition, our goal should be probably close to 11 and Aranesp 150 mg to be done.  We will call infusion center.
5. Presently potassium, acid base, nutrition, and calcium within normal limits.
6. Continue phosphorus binders.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.
7. Plan to see him back in the next three months or so.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
