REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Testicular pain which has gotten worse. No nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizures, or convulsion.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 183 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 98.3. Respirations 16. Pulse 60. Blood pressure 129/60.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

GENITALIA: Left testicle is very tender to touch. Left testicular ultrasound shows diminished blood flow.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Send the patient to the emergency room ASAP.

2. Do not go to any other emergency room, but Texas Children’s.

3. I gave him a note regarding admitting the patient to the emergency room ASAP for repeat ultrasound and urological evaluation.

4. Discussed findings with father at length.

5. I gave father my phone number. They are going to let me know what the findings are at Texas Children’s.
