HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a 5-year-old little girl here today. Grandmother is here with us today and telling us that the mother had seen pinworms crawling about in the patient’s rectal area as well as in the stool and is wanting treatment for that. No other symptoms. There is no nausea, vomiting or diarrhea. She maintains her normal eating and beverage habit very well. There is no problem with urination. No fevers. No other issues verbalized.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother, father, and no association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is a delightful little girl, smiles, seems as though she has a normal demeanor. She seems very happy.

HEENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is no tympanic membrane erythema.
NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs. Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are present and normal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Intestinal pinworm infection. The patient will be given Albenza 200 mg one p.o. b.i.d. x1 day totaling 400 mg for today and then repeat this process in two weeks.
