CARDIOVASCULAR: S1-S2 heard, no murmur.

LUNGS: Normal percussion note, vesicular breath sounds. No crackles or wheezes.

ABDOMEN: Soft, no tenderness, no organomegaly, no masses palpable.

EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema, positive peripheral pulses.

A:
Urinary retention with neurogenic bladder, hypertension, history of type II diabetes, history of degenerative disc disease of LS spine, and generalized weakness.

P:
The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient has periods of up and downs of him doing great with therapy. We tried bladder training and then he ended up having urinary retention again and Foley catheter was reinserted. He will be seeing urologist for followup. His wife is at bedside.
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
