Neurogenic bladder, failure to thrive, PEG tube and tracheostomy and suprapubic catheter, old stroke, and MS.

The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient is doing much better. He still requires 24 x 7 care and he will be discharged home in the next couple of days.
