Right leg cellulitis, stasis dermatitis with open areas, CHF, morbid obesity.

P:
The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed. Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff. Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting. Advised the patient to have stockings on in the morning and off at night. We will start on antibiotics and advised the patient to keep the legs elevated as much as possible even though she is noncompliant to the nursing advice.
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
