JACKSON, WAYNE
Wayne is a 77-year-old gentleman with right-sided lung cancer. The patient is admitted to hospice with KPS score of 50%, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition and muscle wasting along with history of anemia. The patient only weighs 140 pounds at this time and has lost over 30 pounds in the past few months. The patient is a 77-year-old delightful gentleman with COPD, oxygen dependency, coronary artery disease, status post stent placement, and PVD. The patient is on aspirin and Eliquis. At the end of 2020, the patient had a CT scan of the chest which showed multiple pulmonary nodules. The pathology was positive for high-grade neuroendocrine tumor, small cell type TTF-1 positive, DBX2 negative, positive for synaptophysin and chromogranin. The patient has extensive history of smoking. The patient was started on chemotherapy and received three cycles of chemotherapy and subsequently became very weak, not able to eat. He became anemic with protein-calorie malnutrition, albumin of 2.6. At the end of April of this year, the patient was diagnosed with extensive stage small cell lung cancer status post four cycles of chemotherapy. The patient had an anaphylactic reaction, subsequently switched to cisplatin, severe neuropathy, and severe pain. It was finally decided by the patient’s oncologist and family to stop all chemo and further treatments and/or radiation and place the patient on hospice. Given his extensive disease, he is most likely has less than six months to live, hence he is hospice appropriate.
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
