MALDONADO JUANA, URREA
This is an 83-year-old woman with left basal ganglial hemorrhage in 2017, associated with dementia and hypertension, admitted in April of this year with a new left-sided MCA infarction. The patient’s daughter Bertha whom the patient lives with and other family members have consulted and it has been decided to make the patient a DNR and place the patient on hospice. The patient is only able to speak a few words at this time. The nature of her illness along with her comorbidities as well as history of anemia, renal insufficiency, protein-calorie malnutrition, low protein, low albumin has placed her at a very high risk for developing decubitus ulcer. Her recent barium swallow showed aspiration with a head CT confirming the patient’s extensive stroke with acute metabolic encephalopathy, left MCA infarct, hypertension, HLD, dysphagia, aphasia, debility, and subsequently the patient has been placed on hospice care at home. The patient is expected to do poorly, high risk of developing decubitus ulcer as well as aspiration pneumonia. The patient is expected to do poorly, most likely has less than six months to live, hence is hospice appropriate.
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
