ANGELITA, URBANO
Angelita is a 60-year-old woman with a terminal diagnosis of endstage dementia, anxiety, anemia, depression, diabetes, parkinsonism, stroke, neuropathy and mental health disorder. The patient has stasis/decubitus ulcer on her feet nonhealing which she will never be able to heal because of protein-calorie malnutrition and low albumin. The patient has been on IV antibiotics. The patient has a KPS score of 30%. She recently was admitted to Houston Methodist Hospital for further therapy. It was decided that it would be best to place the patient on hospice. The patient has had toe amputations, cholecystectomy, hysterectomy and numerous I&D's of decubitus ulcers in the past. The patient has been on numerous antibiotics. She is obtunded. She appears to be in pain with minimal response at best, confused at all times. She has lost about 35 pounds. She currently weighs less than 130 pounds and continues to lose weight. The patient will never be able to heal her ulcers. The patient has also suffered from diabetes, diabetic neuropathy, diabetic leg ulcer, poor wound healing, failure, failed OP wound care, AKI, anemia, anxiety, dementia, depression, diabetes, parkinsonism, stroke, diabetic neuropathy as I said. The patient is expected to live less than six months and has been placed on hospice for comfort care. The patient is very much hospice appropriate.
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
