CHAPA, ANGELITA
This is an 89-year-old woman with history of atherosclerotic heart disease, angina, shortness of breath, osteoarthritis, left hip pain, severe weakness, frequent falls, gait difficulty, limited range of motion in all extremities. The patient has a poor appetite. She is short of breath at all times with or without activities. She requires mechanically soft diet because she gets simply too tired to chew. She requires repositioning because of her weakness. She has lost 20 pounds because of cardiac cachexia and decreased appetite. Her grandson Ricardo is her primary caregiver. She has a KPS score of 40%. She is bowel and bladder incontinent and total ADL dependent given her advanced heart disease. The patient requires pain and anxiety medication around the clock to keep her comfortable. The patient is expected to do poorly and is a great candidate to continue with hospice and expected to die in six months.
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
