YAKIM, BERYL
Mrs. Yakim is a 95-year-old woman currently on hospice with diagnoses of pulmonary embolism, shortness of breath, weakness, CVA, left-sided weakness. The patient has had further decline since last certification evident by decreased appetite, not eating. The patient’s daughter Nancy has tried everything to get her mother to eat and keep up with her weight, but has been unsuccessful. She is more confused. She is sleeping 18 to 20 hours a day. She is nonverbal. She has ADL dependency, requires 24-hour assistant and supervision. She is bowel and bladder incontinent. She was able to stand short periods and sit up, but no longer able to do that. So, she is totally bedbound. She requires change in position every two hours to keep pressure off her bony areas and to keep her from developing decubitus ulcer. The patient has lost weight with protein-calorie malnutrition, continues to be appropriate for hospice and most likely has less than six months to live.
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
