VALERIAN, CHARLES
This is an 83-year-old gentleman being recertified for hospice at this time with endstage CHF.

The patient was reported to have EF of 22% earlier since when he was admitted to hospice. He suffers from hypertension, COPD, shortness of breath, endstage COPD with O2 dependency.

He is using a nebulizer every four to six hours and also suffers from atrial fibrillation which causes the patient more weakness and lower extremity edema with right- sided heart failure. His comorbidities include atrial fibrillation on amiodarone as well as weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, cardiac cachexia and severe weakness.

Despite being on oxygen, the patient suffers from symptoms of air hunger with any type of activity and now at rest.

Since admission to hospice, his condition has progressed with increased shortness of breath, increase work, increased weakness, protein-calorie malnutrition, weight loss of 4.5 pounds and what appears to be air hunger and anxiety.

Hospice will provide care for him at home till the patient passes on which most likely will be within six months. He continues to be hospice appropriate because he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
