History: Ms. Faridi had a telehealth visit today, mostly audio visit. She states since she came back from Bangladesh her stomach is not right and then during the Eid festival she had gone to different friends’ houses and got lot of stomach upset because she ate all kinds of cuisines. She states right now for the past three days she has gastroenteritis; she is going at least three times a day, foul smelling stool, at least two of her stools are loose and watery. She is not constipated. She feels she could be having sinus infection because she states she went to the eye doctor and found the pressure in the eye to be high also. She denies any chest pains. I discussed with her the peripheral vascular disease testing report which appears essentially within normal limits. The patient has lot of leg pains and leg cramping for which reason the test was done and it does not show any evidence of peripheral vascular disease. I told her we should give her at least seven days of Flagyl and we can call it and she states to call it into Scott & White pharmacy and that will be done. The patient will be seen for followup in the office in two weeks.
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
