History: Ms. Noak made an emergency appointment today. Ms. Noak states about 10 days ago on a Saturday she was sitting on the porch and she put her hand on the chair and she felt a very, very sharp needle-like sting and she found out that there was a beetle and it is called the assassin beetle and she states she found out there were three beetles already and it gave a sting in the back and it started making a big round area of cellulitis around it. The area was swollen, warm, red and tender. So, this happened on a Saturday and as it was increasing in size, the patient went last Wednesday to Integrity Urgent Care where she was seen with the bug bite and prescribed clindamycin. The patient states the redness is much reduced, but she woke up this afternoon with maculopapular eruption all over her chest with itching. The patient had gone to Integrity Urgent Care and was prescribed clindamycin, which she took for almost five days and today she broke out into rash and this is definitely allergy to clindamycin. The patient is advised first to the stop the clindamycin and I started her on Medrol Dosepak, fluocinonide cream to be applied locally and Caladryl lotion to applied locally. The patient has not used any new medication, any new supplement, any new shampoo or hair conditioner or hair dye and this is definitely a delayed hypersensitivity reaction to clindamycin. I told her serial exams needed and I would like to see her for followup next week. I gave her a Medrol Dosepak also and make sure to take it with food. The patient understands plan of treatment. I tried to get the records from Integrity Urgent Care and we have the records and I have reviewed the records.
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
