PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: She is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: 

O2 saturation 95%at room air

Blood pressure 100/62.
Pulse 70.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 98.0.

Left forearm medial surface erythematous macule is present around the abrasion. Site is hard to touch.
Elbow has full range of motion with very mild discomfort.

No fluctuance. No discharge. No bleeding.

Sensation is normal.

Capillary refill less than two seconds.

HEENT: Normal.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress.

ABDOMEN: Flat. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.
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EXTREMITIES: She bears weight well with no antalgic gait. Full range of motion upper and lower extremities.

NEUROLOGIC: She is alert and oriented x3. Sensory and motor functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Cellulitis left forearm.

2. Left forearm pain.

PLAN: Father was given opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none. The child was sent home with the following medication Bactrim 400/80/5 mg she will take 5 mL p.o b.i.d for 10 days 100 mL, no refills.
