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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 78-year-old white male that has CKD stage II related to nephrosclerosis associated to smoking, type II diabetes, hyperlipidemia and hypertension. The recent laboratory workup that was done on 03/15/2023, shows that the patient has a creatinine that is 1 with a BUN that is 24 and an estimated GFR that is 71. There is no alteration in the protein creatinine ratio; it is less than 200 mg/g of creatinine.

2. The patient has diabetes mellitus. The hemoglobin A1c is 7.0, remains in the same level.

3. The patient has hyperlipidemia. The total cholesterol is 149, the triglycerides are slightly elevated at 225, LDL 71 and HDL 41. TSH is 1.84. The patient has a history of renal artery stenosis. The patient brought a CT of the abdomen with contrast that fails to show any evidence of renal artery stenosis.

4. The patient has a history of nicotine dependence that has been present for more than 60 years and at this point, and at this point, he is not willing to listen to the counseling.

5. The patient has secondary hyperparathyroidism that is under control with the administration of calcitriol. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
