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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:

1. Clinical case of a 90-year-old male that is followed in the practice because of CKD stage IV. The patient’s last laboratory workup that was on 05/03/2023, shows that the creatinine is 2.41, the BUN is 42 and he continues to be CKD stage IV. In the urinalysis, this patient has a trace of protein despite the fact that he has contrast material for the angioplasty that was done in the right lower extremity.
2. Anemia that is related to CKD and is treated with the administration of ESA that is given on regular basis.

3. The patient has arterial hypertension that is under control. The blood pressure reading today is 121/56. Continue with the same prescription.

4. The patient has a history of congestive heart failure in the past. The patient is no longer fluid overloaded. In the vitals today, the patient shows that he lost 8 pounds of fluid; he is from 198 to 190 pounds and he does not have any peripheral fluid that was after the intervention that was done in the right lower extremity.

5. Peripheral vascular disease. The patient had angioplasty in the right lower extremity by Dr. St. Louis that improved the pain and his general condition.

6. Obstructive sleep apnea that is partially treated because the patient does not tolerate the CPAP very well.

7. BPH that is not giving him a significant amount of symptoms. The patient is going back North.

We spent 7 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 8 minutes in the documentation.
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
